Summer Giving Campaign

There's always something new and exciting happening at the National Corvette
Museum, and this year has brought more excitement than expected. Plans have
been underway for our 20th Anniversary and the 5th National Corvette Caravan,
and the Motorsports Park project kicked into high gear last summer when we
held our groundbreaking ceremony. What we had not planned was the
excitement of the sinkhole that garnered international attention.

At the Museum we are making plans for sinkhole repair, sprucing up the building
and grounds for our 20th Anniversary, improving and expanding exhibits,
completing the construction of the Motorsports Park and more. As a 501(c)(3) nonprofit organization we depend
on the generosity of our friends to help do all of these activities and maintain the Museum as a destination.

Those who make a gift of $100 or more by September 30 will receive the pictured dash plaque designed to
commemorate the sinkhole that has made the world aware that there is a National Corvette Museum. Donation
checks can be mailed to 350 Corvette Dr., Bowling Green, KY 42101 with "sinkhole fund" on the check.

Artist and NCRS Contribute to Museum

Dana Forrester is not only a well-known Corvette artist, but also a
member of the board of the National Corvette Restorers Society and the
National Corvette Museum. After the sinkhole occurred at the Museum,
Dana had the idea to create a work of art to help raise funds for the
Museum.

Last week at the NCRS Convention in Kansas City, the original of Dana's 3 - :
work, "The Resurrection", was auctioned. NCRS Members Richard and Jane Heln were the Iucky recipients of the
art. Dana and NCRS donated the proceeds of the auction to the Museum - and that amount combined with their
previous sinkhole donations brings the total to $26,000 contributed. "We're very proud to have an increasing
presence financially with the NCM and hope it continues to escalate," said Dana. "Much of the money collected
came from local chapters."

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Georgia NCM Caravan Staging Location

From Mitch Talley, Goergia NCM Caravan Captain, via CGCC NCM Ambassador Doug Reed

The Acworth Chamber of Commerce and Acworth Police Department helped us find a scenic location to use as a
staging area — the Dallas Landing Park off I-75 Exit 278, Glade Road, with beautiful Lake Allatoona in the

background. Normally, there is a fee to use the park, but the Acworth Chamber of Commerce manages the park
and will let us meet there for free! There will be no one else there that morning, so we will have plenty of room.

The park has an oval road that runs next to Lake Allatoona. Because we will be the only ones using the park at
this early hour, we will be able to use the entire width of the road so we won’t have to pull into the parking
spots. We will just get in rows and wind our way around the road, lining up in rows like a parade. There is room
for at least two rows of cars and in some places three rows, so that way we won’t have to worry about backing
out of parking spots. When you arrive, you’ll be given your car sticker to go on your windshield and then you can
proceed to line up. That way, we’ll already be in rows headed in the right direction and will just have to follow
police direction to I-75.

07:00 — 08:00 — Staging of Caravan group
08:00 — We will leave the park with police escort.

HERE ARE DIRECTIONS TO THE SITE, 5120 Allatoona Drive, Acworth:

1. Take I-75 to Exit 278, Glade Road, Acworth.

2. At end of ramp, turn left and go back under the interstate.

3. Stay in right lane and then turn right at the RaceTrac gas station onto West Highway 92 (also called Lake
Acworth Drive).

4. Just after you pass over the Mary McCall Memorial Overpass (a bridge), you’ll see a turn lane that will take
you onto a very short piece of Main Street. You'll go just a few hundred feet and the road dead ends.

5. You'll see a sign (shown in right photo) right in front of you that says Acworth Historic Downtown, Lake
Acworth Sports Facilities, with an arrow pointing left towards Dallas Landing Beach. Turn left onto this road (also
called Main Street). Be careful turning because traffic will be coming from the right, sometimes pretty fast.

6. Just a few hundred feet down the road, you’ll take the second left onto Lakewood Drive.

7. Follow Lakewood Drive until you come to a stop sign. Be careful here. There are several roads that meet at
this intersection. You will bear slightly to the right onto Allatoona Drive, which takes you straight into the park,
5120 Allatoona Drive, Acworth. (Don’t take an extreme right or you’ll go past a cemetery!)

One more request, I'm looking for maybe four volunteers to help direct the cars that morning to the rows. It
should be pretty easy, but it never hurts to have a few extra hands to direct people just in case. Just let me know
if you would be willing to be there about 6:30 that morning to help folks line up. Thanks again!
